They were reluctant to come out and stand in front of a crowd. On the first
two nights they were fairly slow to respond but eventually a large number
came out each night.

| had been through a very busy schedule, so that on the third night of the
meetings as | made the call for salvation and repentance | began to feel tired.
However | rested my hope for a great response absolutely in Jesus Christ and
suddenly the power of God fell on the meeting in a dramatic way. More than
1000 people came forward as though they were drawn by a giant hand.

God had virtually taken over the meeting and spoken by the power of the Holy
Spirit into the hearts of these people. As we looked at the faces of hundreds of
young people coming forward my wife Kaylene and others wept as they looked
at these eager faces so desirous of making their hearts right with God.

| realised that although the three nights of meetings had been hard work, it
had all been worthwhile.

Placing our hope in God

So it is when we hope in God. As a loving Father, He will listen to us with all our
problems and difficulties. As we surrender to Him, as little children, in the
name of Jesus Christ, He will make a pathway through all these problems and
give us fresh hope not only for the present but also for the future.
