It was a powerful move of God, the same as on the day of Pentecost.

Initially the leaders of the group were horrified at what had happened. Gradually we got
everybody together over the next day or so and explained that this was a manifestation of
the power of God.

Two nights later we asked young people to give their testimonies of what had happened
that night. They were dramatic. Everyone said that when this power of God fell upon them,
through these winds, their lives were immediately changed and they knew the absolute



presence of God. Without exception they all committed their lives to Jesus Christ even
though many of them had never been to church.

It was a dramatic occasion. One | will never forget.

We don’t all have a similar experience to bring us to Christ but in whatever way He is
drawing us, it is important to be aware that God is truly alive. He is in charge of the
universe. He loves us and wants us to share eternity with Him.
